Calculations are based on formulae stipulated in current Orders.
For Sheepmeat 2011
The Final for 2011 EU Sheepmeat quota is calculated as follows. 
Amount Available = 18,786,000
80% calculated based on shipments in quota to the EU

80% of 18,756,000= 15,028,800
15,028,800 / 18,778,627 = 0.8003141 (1st Factor) 

Exporter in quota shipments x 1st Factor = 80% allocation (X)

Where this allocation is <12,000 the exporter is excluded from the calculation

15,028,800 / 15,019,725 = 1.000604 (2nd Factor)

X x 2nd Factor = 80% allocation
20% calculated based on totals of Performance accounts D & I (global Performance from EU accredited works)

20% of 18,786,000 = 3,757,200 
3,757,200/ 264,666,929 = 0.01419596 (1st Factor) 

Exporter global EU accredited performance x 1st Factor = 20% allocation (Y)

Where this allocation is <12,000 the exporter is excluded from the calculation

3,757,200 / 3,651,963 = 1.02881656 (2nd Factor) 

Y x 2nd Factor = 20% allocation 

For High Quality Beef 2011/12
Interim 70%

The quota access amount from 2011/12 is 7,150 tonnes and the amount available for distribution is 6,650 tonnes (500 tonnes having been set aside for new entrants).

The allocation of the quota is made on the basis of the shipper of record of Quota Meat to the EU over a 12 month shipping period both in and out of quota.

For an applicant to be successful for New Entrant quota please view the guidelines.

The calculation for 2011/12 Final allocation is as follows:

Total available Quota = 7,150,000

7,150,000 – 500,000 (set aside for New Entrants)

= 6,650,000

Where exporters entitlement are <1,000 they are deleted from the calculation.
