Performance Accounts

Performance records actual shipments in equivalent kilos made in a shipping year. Performance accounts are only required for Red Meat products. 

A Shipping year = 1 Nov to 31 Oct

Equivalent kilos = boneless equiv/carcase equivalent/shipped weight - depending on the scheme.

Performance is divided up by destination and meat-type into accounts and categories.
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Account A


= Beef/Veal to the USA


Account W 


= Beef/Veal to all destinations excluding USA


Account I 


= Sheepmeat product sourced from EU Accredited establishments to 

all destinations excl EU under access


Account G (Non-transferable) = Sheepmeat product sourced from NON EU Accredited 

    establishments.

Account D (Non-transferable)= Sheepmeat product sourced from EU Accredited establishments to 

   EU inc. French Overseas Departments. 

Note: Sheepmeat refers to Lamb, Mutton or Goat product.

Performance accounts were used in the past for the allocation of some quotas and are still used in the allocations process for EU Sheepmeat. 
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Exporters may trade in performance for beef and sheepmeat; however no performance transfers are possible for accounts D and G. DAFF only acts as the ‘bank’ for these transactions and is not involved in prices etc.
