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PERFORMANCE AGAINST BUSINESS PLAN

Introduction

The Report to Stakeholders provides information on our performance against the Business Plan.

The Levies Revenue Service (LRS) Business Plan’s two main purposes are:

· to give our stakeholders an overview of our business objectives and how we intend to achieve them, and

· to identify our key objectives and tasks, and set a reference point to report against at the end of reporting periods.

LRS outcome and key priorities and tasks

LRS outcome:

To deliver excellence in levies administration for all stakeholders

To achieve this outcome we identified five key priorities:

· delivering levies collection and debt management services

· providing an effective operating and policy framework 

· meeting our internal and external accountability requirements, and

· supporting our staff to ensure they have the appropriate knowledge, information and motivation.

Performance against key priorities

The delivery of levies collection and debt management services
Levy collection effectiveness 2005-06

In 2005-06 we collected $613.6 million in levies and $573 000 in penalties for late payment – about 2.2 per cent higher than the budget estimate.  

Currently, 8 898 agents currently lodge returns and make payments on a regular or intermittent basis.  

· a net increase of 1.3 per cent on 2004-05.  This involved the identification of 1 475 new or potential levy agents

· an increase of about 17 per cent on 2004-05- and includes 818 who are now lodging returns and making payments. 

We have identified another 76 as having a liability but have not yet lodged returns, and are investigating the liability of a further 246.
Debt recovery

LRS regional offices undertook various actions to recover outstanding debts. These ranging from informal contact to negotiating repayment proposals to instigating criminal and civil legal action. 

At the end of the period about $3.25 million in debt- 0.5 per cent of collections- was outstanding. This is about 3.5 per cent lower than at the end of 2004-05. 

Record inspection and compliance programme

Our field officers conducted 1 242 record inspections, 39 per cent higher than in 2003-04. This increase reflects the use of a risk-managed inspection regime and is almost in line with targets for ongoing inspections, as predicted in our 2004-05 Report.  It includes both desk-based record inspections (target 541 inspections) and field visits (target 696 inspections), and also involves routine inspections and those initiated because of compliance and agent performance issues.  

The increased emphasis on monitoring of payment and returns that began in 2004-05 period has continued to improve the performance of levy paying agents. This has resulted in a corresponding, significant decline in debt levels and late lodgement of returns, and a reduction in the late payment penalty being incurred.

We continue to use special commodity audits and target audits of high-risk intermediaries to supplement our regular record inspection programme. We have developed our Target Audit Program further, into becoming a National Audit Programme, with a wider range of activities. 

During 2005-06 this has included several targeted audits of very large agents and significant agents with compliance or performance issues.  In 2005-06 this will expand to include projects based on commodities, regional reviews and market chain reconciliations. 

There has been another significant increase from 2004-05 in the number of interventions recorded on agent accounts. More than 33 800 were recorded for 2004-05, up to 52 per cent on the previous year. Activities recorded as interventions included providing information; contacting potential payers; following up outstanding returns and moneys; debt recovery; and compliance. 

Return Queries and Receipt Queries involve communication between processing staff and regionally based officers, and are used to investigate and resolve issues arising from levy returns and payments received. In 2005-06 we carried out 5 138 Return Queries, a 6 per cent decrease on the previous year. In the first full year of the use of Receipt Queries we carried out 2 495 inquiries. 

Enforcement action

LRS issued 242 notices for non-submission of levy returns under section 23 of the Primary Industries Levies and Charges Collection Act 1991. In most cases, the information required was provided. However, it was necessary to prepare 16 briefs of evidence and refer them to the Commonwealth Director of Public Prosecutions for consideration for prosecution action.  Debt-recovery actions in several cases resulted in the payment significant amounts of levy and penalty.
Key Tasks

LRS identified several key tasks in the Business Plan for the period:

Use record inspection methods. These include: target record inspections of higher risk intermediaries; desk record inspections; business system for monitoring and compliance purpose, and more field time to identify non levy payers
With the record inspection regime generally meeting its targets, improvements to the business system will improve reporting of the numbers of field-based inspections and desk audits carried out.

The improvements have allowed very effective monitoring of accounts, and compliance has significantly improved, as reflected in a 23 per cent reduction from the previous year in late payment penalty imposed.

LRS conducted a number of targeted audits of significant levy payers. A review of the program highlighted the need to expand it to cover regional reviews, commodity based programs and whole of market chain activities. A number of these activities are planned for the next year.

Enhance our compliance and risk management practices

Reviews of changes made during the previous year to our compliance and risk management practices. The review found the changes had significantly improved overall performance but also identified some deficiencies in application. We are working to maintain a balance between the compliance programme’s different components.  This will see slightly more emphasis on field activities, especially related to intelligence gathering, pursuing new levy-paying agents, and developing strong links with regionally based stakeholders.

We have further extended our recording of interactions between Canberra and regionally based staff has been enhanced with the addition of a Receipt Query facility in the business system to supplement the successful Return Query component.  This means all issues arising from Returns and payments in the Canberra office can be easily communicated to regional staff, and the following remedial actions recorded in a secure and auditable manner. 

Continue to obtain intelligence from various sources to identify possible avenues of levy leakages and/or shortfalls

The strong relationship we have developed with the Australian Quarantine Inspection Service and the Australian Customs Service has enabled us to collect intelligence information onto a number of exported and imported commodities and products, including live animal, wool and horticultural exports, and sugar imports.  This complements the existing intelligence collection system relating to meat-processing establishments, timber imports and wine exports.

Our improved performance as a result of continued monitoring of existing accounts is allowing us to focus more on field-based intelligence gathering and the strengthening our relationships with industry bodies

Further develop links and networking with key stakeholders

We continue to develop our links with agricultural industries through their peak bodies; R&D and marketing bodies receiving levy monies, and other key public sector stakeholders.

In particular, establishing closer links with the Australian Bureau of Agricultural and Resource Economics (ABARE) has improved access to information, and our capacity to estimate for revenues flowing from levy collections.  

We have made presentations to stakeholder bodies and attended their meetings, and responded to all requests for routine and more specific information. 

Links between regionally based staff and industry bodies has continued to develop.  Where practical, staff located near these bodies have fostered links to allow a flow of information and rapid access where necessary.  This process will continue, with the aim that all industry bodies will have easy and effective local access to the LRS. 

Focus on levy liability of commodities that move between states and within the market chain.

We have begun to reconcile produce moving through the market chain with the appropriate collection of all levies, this task has presented some logistical issues.  We have also begun reviewing Levy Exemption Certificates within the livestock industries, and reconciliations of juice movements within the wine industry have enabled us to recover significant and previously unidentified Wine Grape Levy.  

A review of market-chain activities has led to moves to develop a national programme for these activities.

The expansion of the Target Audit Programme to include team based reviews of the whole-market chain for specific commodities will allow these activities to expand during 2006-07.  

Introduce an improved performance management system for levy collection.

A refinement to performance reporting of regional activities has allowed tracking of significant items such as actions, missing returns and debt recovery activities. This has improved our ability to act strategically, and address trends.  The focus gained in directing activities has contributed to improving our overall levy collection process.

Improved reporting between managers and the Director has also contributed to assuring both the ANAO and the Department’s Internal Audit team that the departmental procedures and LRS activities conform to legislative and departmental requirements, and that accountability standards are being met.

Providing an effective operating and policy framework
Key Tasks

Continue to improve our business system to meet our stakeholders business requirements

A performance review of the business system, Phoenix, conducted in late 2005 confirmed that, overall the system meets our ongoing business needs while identifying some minor changes that would improve use.  We are implementing these changes.

Investigate feasibility of electronic lodgement of return forms, including payment

A significant proportion of levy is now paid by EFT (81 per cent in 2005-06).

A proposed trial of electronic forms lodgement is being initiated in conjunction with the development of the Department’s e-commerce capabilities. We expect the trial will begin with a selected range of commodities and agents, with the prospect of extending this process to most levies within the next few years.  LRS will continue to provide printed forms to agents who are not equipped to use e-commerce.

Explore further cost efficiencies while recognising our statutory obligations

We have been able to absorb a large proportion of salary and general cost increases, particularly through efficiencies gained from our business system becoming fully operational. We have centralised a couple of administrative functions, which has resulted in some economies of scale.

Implement recommendations of the legislative review which include streamlining levy legislation to allow better protection of levy income and clearer lines of levy liability

A previous review of legislation recommended that we assist with administrative arrangements, meet stakeholder expectations and protect levy payer funds. We discussed the recommendations with industry and recipient bodies. The Government has approved the recommended changes, and we are now moving them through the legislative process with the support of the new Parliamentary Secretary.

Develop policy positions to ensure consistent application of legislation

With LRS offices located around Australia, we must recognise the challenge of applying levy legislation consistently. We have developed policy positions in response to issues that have arisen such as applying the sugar levy or charge to imported sugar products. We notify staff of any new decisions, and policy positions are also accessible on our intranet.

Review levy imposition and collection methods to ensure effectiveness is maintained

Moving to Quarterly Horticulture Returns

LRS reviewed levy arrangements for horticultural products that are predominantly paid through an intermediary, such as a market agent. We found that the varying payment periods created unnecessary administrative work for agents and increased the costs of administering the levies. Consequently, the citrus, nashi, lychee and custard apple industries have all agreed to change to quarterly payment periods for agents from early 2006-07.

Review Levy Guidelines and Principles

We began a review of the Government’s Levy Guidelines, which apply to the development of new levies on agricultural products and changes to existing levies. The review’s purpose is to examine how the guidelines can better support the development and consideration of levy proposals. A key consideration is how industry can demonstrate support for a levy proposal. We have begun consulting with industry and government representatives, and will make recommendations to the Parliamentary Secretary for Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry in late 2006.

Ensure smooth introduction of new levies and changes to existing levies

New business

We worked with several industries that are developing proposals for new levies, or making changes to existing ones.

The new levy on rubus will come into effect on 1 July 2006. A new levy on Turf has been approved and is expected to come into effect on 1 October 2006.

Changes to legislation

Changes to legislation occurred in relation to:

· Apples and pears

· Cattle export

· Livestock export

· Cattle transactions

· Rice

· Pigs

Legislative changes for honey, laying chickens, buffalo and wheat export will come into effect on 1 July 2006.

Supporting staff to ensure they have appropriate knowledge, information and motivation
We continue to support staff development, spending about $30 000 on learning and development. We hold induction programmes for new staff and continue to update the new-starters’ tutorial on our intranet. We also give priority to comprehensive on-the-job training.

Web-based tutorials: Tutorials on now to apply legislation for all levy commodities are linked to related principles and procedures. The tutorials continue to evolve as our major knowledge-building tool. Principles for conditions of service and finances are also available on the intranet.

Workforce Planning: We continue to develop our skills and knowledge inventory so we can allocate key projects and opportunities to the most appropriate people.

Team compliance checks and levy-based projects: Some audits are done in pairs to enable knowledge-sharing and development. We have completed several levy-based projects, including grain fed cattle and feedlots. We have also improved our intelligence system and undertaken several commodity-based audits.

Meeting our internal and external accountability requirements

Continue to refine our internal financial reporting processes

Continuing last year’s improvements of our financial reporting processes, we trained staff to use the department’s reporting tools more effectively. Using these tools to create to access the Levies business system has further improved our reporting capabilities.

Develop our revenue budgets by better utilising industry information

To prepare our revenue budgets, we consulted industry bodies, the media, and drew on regional intelligence.   This enabled us to provide more robust revenue information at commodity level to support our final revenue budgets. LRS achieved a final result of 3 per cent variance against budget, meeting expectations at the whole of government level to achieve a high accuracy of estimates.

Enhance our cost recovery model by better using our levy business system

As reported last year, the Levies business system is fully functional, we are able to extract accurate information through reports.  We have incorporated this information into the Levies cost-recovery model to support our final calculations enhancing our accountability requirements. 

Redevelop our accounting controls and financial management procedures

We began to redevelop our accounting controls and financial management procedures in 2005-06, but the task is still not completed. We will give more to this in 2006-07.  In 2005-06 we developed a procedures framework which we will continue to update and maintain in 2006-07.

Foster the development of financial accounting knowledge and governance requirements within LRS

In 2005-06, we provided each of our regional offices with a financial update briefing to increase our financial accounting knowledge requirements. We held staff training sessions; in governance, accountability and transparency issues ensuring all staff have a high level of financial awareness.

Disbursements of collected levies to research and development (R&D) corporations and marketing and promotion 

We disbursed $581 million in levies, $610 000 in penalties and $192.6 million in Commonwealth matching contributions for research and development and marketing and promotion, and to the National Residue Survey, Plant Health Australia, Animal Health Australia and the Australian Pesticides and Veterinary Medicines Authority. In 2004-05 we disbursed $712.3 million in total, including $546 million in levies collected.

We recover our budget moneys from the industries for which we collect levy.

Collections cost $4.8 million, about 0.8 per cent of the total collections for 2005-06, with no change from the previous year.

The following information gives an overview of collection performance by commodity group. For individual commodity details please refer to the tables at the end of this report.

Horticultural levies and charges
Almonds; apples/pears; avocados; cherries; chestnuts; citrus; custard apples; dried fruits; lychees; macadamia nuts; mangoes; mushrooms; nashi; nursery products; onions; papaya; passionfruit; persimmon; potatoes; stone fruit; strawberries; table grapes and vegetables
The total collection of about $27.8 million was 0.3 per cent below the revised budget estimate. Collections for 13 commodities exceeded the budget estimates with 11 commodities falling below the anticipated collections.  Outstanding debt totalled $262 000, a decrease of 57.2 per cent on 2004-05.

The total cost of collections for horticulture was just over $1 million– 3.6 per cent of all collections.
Field staff collected over $1.48 million from 257 audits and 10 012 interventions, and established 144 new levy payer accounts, with another 26 potential levy payers currently under investigation.

Collection of these levies involved:

· Starting a national export data intelligence project to check for levy/charge leakage on all fruit and vegetables exported in 2005.  This included tracking back to the source of the fruit to ensure that levy has been paid as claimed and also identifying exporters sourcing direct from growers or exporting their own fruit.

· Reviewing and reconciling data on produce entering major produce markets to identify and resolve potential levy leakage, and

· carrying out a project in the Brisbane Markets to ensure that all agents held appropriate documentation where producers claimed that levy should not be collected on the basis that levy had already been paid.

Wine levies and charges

Grape research; wine grape; wine export

Collections of $19.7 million were 2.3 per cent greater than the budget estimate.  At 30 June 2005 outstanding amounts totalled $174 000, a decrease of 41 per cent on the previous year.

Collection costs for wine were $446 000, or about 2.3 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $664 000 from 455 record inspections and 11 162 other interventions relating to wine levy payers, and established 468 new levy payer accounts. Another 107 potential levy payers are under investigation.

Collection of these levies involved: 

· All LRS offices continuing to identify significant numbers of new levy payers by reviewing published data and export licence lists, and through field reconnaissance. 

· All existing levy payers being sent a survey with their annual reminders requiring them to provide details of wine made for others.  This has been used to identify and follow up potential wine grape levy payers who were previously unknown.

· Implementing several changes for the 2006 vintage to streamline the levies management process, including monitoring returns and payments in the Canberra office and increasing the use of desk audits for agents paying small amounts of levy, and

· Detailed audits of several lage agents resulting in the recovery of significant levy amounts.

Livestock levies and charges

Buffalo; buffalo slaughter; deer (including deer velvet); goat fibre; goat transaction; pig slaughter; cattle transaction; cattle export; livestock transaction; livestock export and live animal export 
Collections for livestock levies and charges were $109.8 million, which was 4.5 per cent higher than the budget estimate. Outstanding debt at 30 June 2006 was $168 000, an increase of 18 per cent on the previous year.

Total livestock collection costs were $1.55 million, or 1.4 per cent of all collections.
Field staff collected $647 000 from 272 audits and 7 906 interventions, and established 140 new levy payer accounts, with another 27 potential levy payers currently under investigation.  In addition a large number of accounts were opened to receive levies relating to “walk in walk out” sales.  These accounts were subsequently closed.

Collection of these levies involved:

· identifying any leakage of export charges ongoing reconciliation of live export data with the levy being collected

· Participation by several agents participated in the National Audit Program. In one case this resulted in clarifying significant debt, now the subject of legal action. The audit also identified a large quantity of intelligence which is now being reviewed and acted on.  Finally, there has been some review of levy paid on, and processes involved in, handling walk-in walk out sales.

· Consideration of Managed Investments Schemes to determine their potential for levy liability in the future, and 

· Beginning a review of Levy Exemption Certificate, which will be an ongoing priority in all regions.

We have consulted with stock and station agents and their software providers after identifying issues regarding levy collection on over-the-hooks sales.

Dairy levies

Dairy adjustment levy; all milk levy

Total collections for dairy levies were $263.1 million, about 1.4 per cent higher than the budget estimate.  Outstanding levy and penalty at 30 June 2006 totalled $829 000, a decrease of 54 per cent on the previous year.

Collection costs were $479 000 or about 0.2 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $239 000 from 20 audits and 1510 interventions for the year, and established 10 new levy payer accounts.

Collection of these levies involved:

· Continued investigation and processing of refund claims. These are now becoming less frequent as claims from State owned and operated entities decline. 

Field Crops

Coarse grains; cotton; grain legumes; oilseeds; pasture seeds; rice; sugar; sugar cane; wheat and wheat export

Collections of $105.2 million were equal to the budget estimate.  There were outstanding payments totalling $1.64 million at 30 June 2006 which is an increase of 334 per cent on the previous year.  This debt includes a single, very large, recently identified amount which is currently being investigated.  

Total collection costs for the grains group were $761 000, or about 0.7 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $807 000 from 143 record inspections and a further 5 411 actions, and established 69 new levy payer accounts.  A further 63 potential levy payers are currently being investigated.

Collection of levies involved: 

· A project carried out from our Perth office to identify all grain dealers and track back all grain where a claim has been made that levy was previously paid.

· A survey of trucking companies by our Adelaide office to identify any unidentified grain trading and follow up any un-levied grain, and

· A review of large levy payers, arising from a target audit, resulted in the identification of a significant debt which is currently being followed up.

Forest and wood products levy and export and import charges

Collections, including import and export charges, totalled $3.9 million, approximately 1.8 per cent lower than the budget estimate.  Debt amounted to $27 000 at 30 June 2006 which was 77 per cent less than for the previous year.

Total collection costs for forest and wood products were $94 000, or 2.4 per cent of all collections. 

Field staff collected $41 000 from 41 audits and 1 046 interventions, and established 20 new levy payer accounts.

Collection of levies involved: 

· An investigation of Management Investment Schemes consideration to future liabilities, the entity to which liability attaches and the processes to be used to ensure compliance with levy legislation.

· Continued reconciliation of external forestry data against levy received, to identify and follow up possible levy leakage.  This includes data provided by statutory authorities in various states and ABARE data.  A review of listings for timber mills is underway.

· Undertaking a project to identify export woodchips sourced from plantations.  This is being used to resolve issues of liability and the assessment of leviable quantities, and

· Initiation of legal actions to follow up non-lodgement of returns and non payment.

Farmed prawns levy and charge

Collections for this levy totalling $112 000 were about 11.3 per cent lower than the budget estimate.

Total collection costs of $10 000 were 9.3 per cent of total collections.

Field staff collected $5 000 from 3 audits and 120 other actions. A potential levy payer is currently being investigated. 

Chicken levies

Meat chicken; laying chickens, egg promotion

Total collections for this levy category were $5.4 million. Collections for each exceeded budget estimates, with an overall excess of 7.6 per cent.  Outstanding payments at 30 June 2006 were 24 per cent greater than the previous year, totalling $161 000.  This debt related to Egg Promotion levy only.

Collection costs of $112 000 for these levies were about 2.1 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $57 000 from 11 record inspections and 681 other actions, and established five new levy payer accounts. Five accounts were opened for new Egg Promotion levy debtors.

Collection activities included:

· Transferring the routine management of Egg Promotion Levy debt to our Canberra office. Several significant matters have involved legal action through the Sydney office and are now reaching a conclusion. This, combined with simplified processes for managing new debt, should result in a significant drop in debt levels over the coming year.
Honey levy and charge (including queen bee levy)

Total levy collections were $388 000, 16.5 per cent higher than the budget estimate. Levy collections on queen bees were significantly lower than the estimate.

Total collection costs for honey were $32 000, or around 8.2 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $4 000 from 12 record inspections and 565 other actions, and established 14 new levy payer accounts.

Collection activities included:

· An exercise, in cooperation with Western Australian honey producers has been used to identify queen bee sources. We are following up to determine liability.  We also carried a similar activity in NSW.
Wool levy and charge

Total levy collections of $38.4 million were 4.5 percent above the budget estimate.  Debt at 30 June 2006 stood at $45 000, or 0.1 of the levy collected.

Total collection costs of $451 000 were about 1.2 per cent of total collections.

Field staff collected $17 000 from 24 audits and 1 210 other actions, and established 8 new levy payer accounts.

Collection activities included:

·  Obtaining wool export data and using it to identify wool exported without the payment of levy.  This has resulted in the general assurance that almost all exported wool has already had levy paid.  We identified seven cases where there is potential for levy to be outstanding. These are being pursued.
