Based on the inaugural and successful South-west tour of 2003, volunteers will take the specially equipped trailer and motorised equipment to Albany, Esperance and Geraldton to run shore based fishing programs.  Programs consist of fishing education sessions, hands on fishing activities, and giveaways such as fish rulers, hats and sunscreen.  Events will be followed by a social event with the inclusion of local community groups like Lions, Rotary and local angling clubs.

Works will also include the rehabilitation and revegetation of embankments leading to the river and platform as a means of controlling riverbank erosion.

It will also encourage protection of the natural environment through the provision of signage that supports and encourages activities that restore and enhance fisheries and fish habitat and providing local fishing regulations and the need to report illegal fishing activity.

	The 'Release Weight Information Brochure & DVD' project will promote `best practice' for the releasing of demersal fish to ensure they have the best possible chance of post-release survival.  The release of marine fish has become increasingly important to recreational anglers.  Fisheries regulations and management tools such as size limits, bag limits and closed seasons as well as a stronger conservation ethic has resulted in more fish being released.  Poor handling and technique can result in many released fish dying from associated injuries.

Many important demersal reef species, such as dhufish, pink snapper and breaksea cod, are susceptible to pressure related injuries called barotrauma when raised to the surface from depths of around 20 metres or more.  A West Australian invention, the "Release Weight", was developed to minimise the affects of barotrauma.  The Release Weight has been subsequently proven in tagging studies to be the best practice for increasing a fish's post release survival.

Recfishwest plans to promote the Release Weight by redesigning and reprinting a brochure explaining the importance of using a Release Weight and how to use it.  In addition, a DVD will be produced to explain how the Release Weight is used and the benefits it has and provide important tips on maximising a fish's post-release survival.
