Market access request lodged with Biosecurity Australia





Country applies to the Australian BSE Food Safety Assessment Committee, chaired by FSANZ. FSANZ undertakes risk assessment. Final risk assessment Category (1, 2 or 3) provided to Executive Director of Biosecurity Services Group of DAFF. Countries categorised as Category 1 or 2 may export beef and beef products for human consumption to Australia





Priority for access request established by the Import Market Access Advisory Group





Access request included on Biosecurity Australia’s work program








Assessment undertaken of animal health status in the country of export for potential diseases of animal quarantine concern





Draft quarantine requirements developed based on the animal health status of exporting country or region. If required an in country verification visit will be undertaken to assess animal health status





Draft quarantine requirements placed on website for comment 








Stakeholder comments considered as quarantine requirements finalised








Recommendation made to Director of Animal and Plant Quarantine for a policy determination on quarantine requirements





Director of Quarantine’s determination is provided to AQIS to take into account when considering import permit applications for beef and beef products in accordance with the Quarantine Act 1908 and Quarantine Proclamation 1998 as amended





In addition to the Quarantine Requirements and through the Imported Food Control Act 1992 and subordinate legislation, AQIS implements certification for category 1 or 2 countries as detailed in the policy document Bovine spongiform encephalopathy (BSE) requirements for the importation of beef and beef products for human consumption - effective 1 March 2010
