National Seal Strategy Implementation Group 
Terms of Reference

The primary responsibility of the National Seal Strategy Implementation Group (NSSIG) is to progress the actions outlined in the National Seal Strategy and attempt to complete them effectively and within agreed timeframes.

Membership
· The NSSIG will be established as a sub-committee of the Natural Resource Management Marine and Coastal Committee (NRM MACC).
· Membership will consist of:

-
 at least one member of each of the five state jurisdictions; Western Australia, South Australia, Tasmania, Victoria, and New South Wales

-
four members from the Commonwealth; Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry; Department of the Environment, Water, Heritage and the Arts; Australian Fisheries Management Authority and the Department of Resources, Energy and Tourism 
-
three government science organisations; Bureau of Rural Sciences, South Australian Research and Development Institute and Australian Centre for Applied Marine Mammal Science.
· The NSSIG will meet as required or at least on a bi-annual basis. 

Roles
· The Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry will provide the Chair and Secretariat.

· Members will bring consolidated jurisdiction views to the meeting.

· Members will facilitate stakeholder consultation and engagement in their jurisdiction.

· Members will share responsibility for preparation of papers and hosting meetings.

Actions/Activities
· Oversee and report annually to the Marine and Coastal Committee (MACC) on the implementation and communication of the National Seal Strategy.

· Members will take responsibility for engaging with stakeholders within their respective jurisdictions.  

· By mid-2008, review and consider the ongoing role of the NSSIG in relation to the implementation of the National Seal Strategy and submit a report with recommendations to the MACC.

· Subject to the ongoing support for the NSSIG by the MACC, initiate and oversee a review of the National Seal Strategy post November 2011. 
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
