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PERFORMANCE AGAINST BUSINESS PLAN

Introduction

The Report to Stakeholders provides information on our performance against the Business Plan.

The Levies Revenue Service (LRS) Business Plan has two main purposes:

· to give our stakeholders an overview of our business objectives and how we intend to achieve them, and

· to identify our key objectives and tasks and set a reference point to report against at the end of reporting periods.

LRS outcome and key priorities and tasks

LRS outcome:

To deliver excellence in levies administration for all stakeholders

To achieve this outcome we identified five key priorities:

· delivering levies collection and debt management services

· providing a continuing improvement service and business system

· providing an effective legislative and policy framework for administration

· meeting our internal and external accountability requirements, and

· supporting our staff to ensure they have the appropriate skills, information and knowledge.

Performance against key priorities

The delivery of levies collection and debt management services
Levy collection effectiveness 2004-05

In 2004-05 we collected $573.5 million in levies and $784 000 in penalties for late payment – about 0.2 per cent lower than the budget estimate.

Debt recovery

LRS regional offices undertook various actions relating to outstanding debt recovery, ranging from negotiating repayment proposals to instigating criminal and civil legal action. 

At the end of the period there was about $3.4 million1 in outstanding debt, or 0.6 per cent of collections
. This is about 13 per cent lower than at the end of 2003-04. 

Record inspection programme

Our field officers conducted about 895 field audits, which was 55 per cent lower than in 2003-04. The drop in field audits continued the move towards a risk-based, record inspection programme and other inspection methods. This has been strongly tied to rigorous monitoring and intervention into accounts where compliance issues have arisen. It has been possible because of the use of the integrated compliance and financial business system (Phoenix), implemented by LRS on 1 July 2004. The big drop in record inspections this year will be partially reversed in 2005-06, when we achieve numbers that reflect our targets for ongoing inspections.

We continue to use special commodity audits and target audits of high risk intermediaries, as well and desk record inspections to supplement our regular record inspection programme. The Target Audit Programme continues to evolve, placing increasing emphasis on risk management-based and special purpose activities. 

These changes resulted in more interventions. More than 20 200 were recorded for 2004-05, up by more than 200 per cent on the previous year. Activities recorded as interventions included providing information, contacting potential payers, resolving issues with returns and payments, following up outstanding returns and moneys, debt recovery, and compliance. We also recorded an additional 
5 465 Return Queries. These involved communication between processing staff and regionally based officers to investigate and resolve issues arising from lodged Levy Returns. In early 2005, we extended this process to include Receipt Queries, arising from problems, and received about 
$3.66 million in payments.

Over the period, we identified 1 265 new levy payers – 70 per cent more than the previous year.

Enforcement action

LRS issued 165 notices for non submission of levy returns under section 23 of the Primary Industries Levies and Charges Collection Act 1991. In most cases, the information required was provided. However, it was necessary to prepare 10 briefs of evidence and refer them to the Commonwealth Director of Public Prosecutions for consideration for prosecution action.
Key Tasks

LRS identified several key tasks in the Business Plan for the period. Details are as follows:

Introduction of Phase II of the LRS Business System

The LRS Business system enhancements became operational on 1 July 2004. During the year, the system has become the basis of compliance activities, replacing the previous regionally based systems. This has provided integrated access of all business systems to all offices, and improved security and the audit ability of our compliance and investigations records. It has also improved communication between offices, monitoring and debt-recovery strategies.

Maintain alternative record inspection methods, including targeted record inspections of higher risk levy intermediaries and desk record inspections, using our business system as a monitoring and compliance tool; and use more field time to identify non levy payers.

Changes to compliance/investigations functions

We continued the changes resulting from the previous financial years and used, and further developed, the Targeted Audit and Desk Audit programmes. We also implemented a Change of Focus policy to spread the work more evenly across all areas of compliance activity. This included:

· ensuring all accounts are properly maintained on Phoenix 
· routine record inspections 

· monitoring receipt of returns, analysing receipt information and follow up

· intelligence gathering

· education and information

· specific Audits programmes 

· debt management and recovery, and

· downstream levy debtors and checking of producer records

As we have been implementing this policy for more than 12 months, we will undertake a review during the remainder of 2005. This will assess the policy’s success in providing more cost-effective management of agent accounts, and its uptake by staff.

The strong shift towards monitoring and follow-up of agents with outstanding Returns and debt has seen debt reduced to historically low levels. There has also been strong progress in reducing late lodgement and failures to lodge Returns.  We have made significant recoveries from these activities.  The corresponding reduction in field-based record inspections has been greater than expected, and we will address this in the coming year. We will also continue risk-based, regular record inspection, and audit all relevant agents over five-years.

We have expanded alternative record inspection techniques such as desk audits, and these have become routine in all regions.

Greater use of Return Queries – in-system communication between processing and regional investigations staff – has also streamlined the management of errors and other issues arising from agent-lodged Returns. We have recently expanded this to cover issues arising from receipts as well.

We expect to place more emphasis on field activities in 2005-06 to identify new payers. We also expect to further investigate product flow through the market chain to ensure full collections, and to spend more time educating new and uncompliant levy-paying agents.
Obtain intelligence from various sources to identify possible avenues of levy leakages and/or shortfalls

We have been using industry data more to identify levy liability among agents in the areas of new levies, such as Livestock Exports, and existing levies, such as those involving forestry, wine and horticultural exports. Changes to compliance activities have allowed us to spend more time on field reconnaissance to identify new and potential levy payers.

A higher presence in some produce markets has also improved horticultural levy coverage.

Increase links and networking with key stakeholders

We have allocated an LRS officer to each levy commodity. The officers are responsible for liaising with their respective commodity groups. Where possible, they have attended annual general meetings and met key commodity representatives on field visits.

Focus on levy commodities and producer records

Our focus on commodities where collections are lower than budget, and on new levies, has resulted in additional levy revenue being identified and collected. Our programme to inspect producers’ records has been delayed until early 2006.
Provision of a continually improving service and business system for our stakeholders

Follow-up on client-satisfaction survey.

We conducted a follow-up survey and provided information to respondents.

Review business processes for levy return data entry.

In January 2005, LRS implemented recommendations from a review conducted in November 2004. This resulted in improved results, particularly in allocating unidentified monies; more accurate levy payer records; and the recovery of levy and penalty debt, using statements.

Phoenix (new levies business system)

LRS completed the transfer of its regional investigations databases into its integrated business system in July 2004. This has made all electronic data available nationally, strengthened data security and reliability and improved cost-recovery assessment and reporting capabilities. During the year we continued to improve the system’s functionality. We are now reviewing the performance of Phoenix during its first 12 months as a fully integrated application.

A further review of all agent records has enabled us to verify account details and pursue outstanding payments and missing returns. This has occurred in the context of a change in focus, including improved risk-management strategies to provide more cost effective and efficient work practices.

Ensure our levy intermediary records are properly maintained and accurate.

We have reviewed all accounts and classified them into ‘active’, ‘intermittent’, ‘seasonal’, ‘potential’, ‘new’, or ‘closed’. This has allowed for a more effective system-based monitoring programme.

Obtain stakeholder feedback and act on critical issues raised.

We have regularly communicated with industry representatives and recipient bodies and followed up all items raised in terms of compliance, collection and costs. We have also worked with industry to make effective changes to collection mechanisms.

Providing an effective legislative and policy framework for levies administration

New business

The following new levies were introduced:

· Persimmons

· Cattle export

· Livestock export.

We also worked with several industries that are developing proposals for new levies, or changes to existing ones.

Changes to legislation

Changes to legislation occurred in relation to:

· Wine grapes

· Wine export

· Custard apples

· Meat and laying chickens

· Animal health

· Game pigs

· Ratites (emus)

· Cattle transactions

· Goats

· Rice

· Passionfruit

· Macropods

Legislative changes on apples and pears, cattle export and livestock export will came into effect 
on 1 July 2005.

Legislation review

We have previously reviewed legislation that recommended we assist with administrative arrangements, meet stakeholder expectations and protect levy payer funds. We discussed the recommendations with industry and recipient bodies. The Parliamentary Secretary for Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry has approved the recommended changes, and we are now moving them through the legislative process.

Supporting staff to ensure they have appropriate skills information and knowledge

We continue to support staff development, spending about $45 000 on learning and development activities. We hold induction programmes for new staff and have posted a new starters’ tutorial on our intranet. We also give priority to comprehensive on-the-job training.

Web-based tutorials – tutorials on now to apply legislation for all levy commodities are linked to related principles and procedures. The tutorials continue to evolve as our major knowledge-building tool. Principles for conditions of service and finances are also available on the intranet.

Workforce Planning – we continue to develop our skills and knowledge inventory so we can allocate key projects and opportunities to the most appropriate people.

Team compliance checks and levy-based projects – some audits are done in pairs to enable knowledge-sharing and development. We have completed several levy-based projects, including grain fed cattle and feedlots. We have also improved our intelligence system and undertaken several commodity-based audits.

Meeting our internal and external accountability requirements

Improving our reporting processes

We have improved our financial reporting processes through better use of the department’s reporting tools, and by improving the capacity and our understanding of them. The levies business system is now fully embedded. This is allowing us to extract historical information and trends, giving us valuable and strategic insight into revenue management, expenditure forecasting, refunds, and unallocated cash.

Improved analysis of levy revenue against budget

We improved levy revenue analysis against budget by developing our budget process further. We can now forecast revenue down to the lowest commodity level, and report against actuals on a monthly basis, by revenue and cash flow. Media monitoring, intelligence gathering and working more closely with industry bodies should strengthen the analysis and reporting process.

Enhance processes for low level penalty debt

The effective use of the levies system has helped improve our low level of penalty debt recovery. Better management of monthly statement and use of staff skills, and more cost-effective 
debt-recovery processes, have enabled us to reduce our low-level penalty debt by
30 per cent, as at 30 June 2005.

Refining our accounting controls and procedures

Changes in responsibilities and processing controls have enabled us to account for our levy revenue better, and have led to a smoother distribution of funds.
Disbursements of collected levies to research and development (R&D) corporations and marketing and promotion 

We disbursed $546 million in levies, including to the National Residue Survey, Plant Health Australia, Animal Health Australia, for research and development and marketing and promotion. In 2003-04
we disbursed $540 million.

Our budget moneys are cost-recovered from the industries for which we collect levy.

Collections cost $4.8 million, about 0.8 per cent of the total collections for 2004-05.

The following information gives an overview of collection performance by commodity group. For individual commodity details please refer to the tables at the end of this report.

Horticultural levies and charges

Almonds; apples/pears; avocados; cherries; chestnuts; citrus; custard apples; dried fruits; lychees; macadamia nuts; mangoes; mushrooms; nashi; nursery products; onions; papaya; passionfruit; persimmon; potatoes; stone fruit; strawberries; table grapes and vegetables
The total collection of about $26.5 million was 4.5 per cent below the revised budget estimate. Collections for most commodities exceeded the budget estimate by more than 80 per cent.

The total cost of collections for horticulture was $983 000 – 3.7 per cent of all collections.
Field staff collected over $1.39 million from 228 audits and 6660 interventions, and identified 268 new levy payers for the period.

Collection of these levies involved the following activities:

A greater presence in the Sydney Produce Markets, especially on the growers’ floor, to educate and assist levy payers

A review of agents in produce markets paying Persimmon, Papaya and Lychee levies. This arose from industry concerns of perceived under-collection of levies. The investigation is continuing.

The relatively new Western Australian office reviewed retail outlets for horticultural products and identified a number of new levy payers. The office also reviewed the local produce market and identified and corrected a levy leakage.

LRS has taken national action to identify and follow up horticultural exports.

Our South Australian office reviewed mango packing sheds in the Northern Territory, and table grape levy payers and producers around Mildura.

Wine levies and charges

Grape research; wine grape; wine export

The $15.5 million collection was 2 per cent above the revised budget estimate.

Collection costs for wine were $363 000, or about 2.3 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $637 000 from 228 audits and 5 839 other interventions relating to wine levy payers, and established 390 new levy payer accounts.

Collection of these levies involved the following activities: 

All LRS offices identified significant numbers of new levy payers by reviewing published data and export licence lists, and through field reconnaissance. 

A review of the Wine Grape levy is underway. The review will improve cost effectiveness in LRS compliance activities and give the industry an indication of how the current levy structure is performing.

Livestock levies and charges

Buffalo; buffalo slaughter; goat fibre; goat transaction; pig slaughter; cattle transaction; cattle export; livestock transaction, livestock export and macropod
Collections for livestock levies and charges were $99.2 million, which was 5.9 per cent higher than the budget estimate. 

Total livestock collection costs were $1.563 million, or 1.6 per cent of all collections.
Field staff collected $733 000 from 166 audits and 5 901 interventions, and established 206 new levy payer accounts.

Collection of these levies involved the following activity:

With the introduction of several Live Export levies, LRS has carried out work to identify, contact and follow up all licensed exporters to assess their liability and ensure lodgement of returns. The use of licensing data and industry intelligence has played a major role in this task.
Dairy levies

Dairy adjustment levy; all milk levy

Total collections for dairy levies were $260 million, about 1.5 per cent higher than the budget estimate.

Collection costs were $471 000 or about 0.2 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $215 000 from 35 audits and 1 058 actions for the year, and established 31 new levy payer accounts.

Collection of these levies involved the following activity:

LRS investigated and processed a significant number of claims for refunds of the Dairy Adjustment Levy during the financial year, and issues involving the supply of milk products to state-owned and - run enterprises have been resolved in most states.

A review of boutique cheese and milk product producers in Western Australia is now underway.

Field Crops

Coarse grains; cotton; grain legumes; oilseeds; pasture seeds; rice; sugar; sugar cane; and wheat

Collections of $104.9 million were about 5 per cent higher than the budget estimate.  

Total collection costs for the grains group were $747 000, or about 0.7 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $346 000 from 141 audits and a further 4 160 actions, and established 266 new levy payer accounts.

Collection of levies involved the following activities: 

A survey of feedlots in Queensland to assess grain use, and identify levy liability.

LRS has done significant work in all states to identify contact and follow-up levy liability with sugar importers, and to verify claims for refunds and exemption from levy for sugar product exporters and those using sugar for non-leviable purposes.

Our NSW and Victorian offices carried out a major review of the downstream levy debt arising from one major sugar processor. 

Forest and wood products levy and export and import charges

Collections, including import and export charges, totalled $3.8 million, approximately 8.3 per cent lower than the budget estimate.

Total collection costs for forest and wood products was $95 000, or 2.5 per cent of all collections. 

Field staff collected $48 000 from 29 audits and 846 other actions, and established 30 new levy payer accounts.

Collection of levies involved the following activities: 

The WA office began a review of the forestry industry. This has involved a major survey of arising from the collection of industry data from different sources. LRS has worked with the wood chipping industry to clarify and follow-up woodchip export issues.
Farmed prawns levy and charge

Collections for this levy totalling $120,000 were about 4.2 per cent lower than the budget estimate.

Total collection costs of $5 000 were 3.8 per cent of total collections.

Field staff collected $1 000 from two audits and 111 other actions, and established five new levy payer accounts.

Chicken levies

Meat chicken; laying chickens, egg promotion

Total collections for this levy category were $5.9 million. Collections for each levy significantly exceeded budget estimates.

Collection costs of $107 000 for chicken were about 1.8 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $88 000 from seven audits and 930 other actions, and established 31 new levy payer accounts.

Collection of levies involved the following activities:

NSW staff carried out extensive educational work with hatcheries on downstream levy debt and its reporting. This area of activity has also involved significant review and reconciliation of accounts in the Canberra office.
Honey levy and charge (including queen bee levy)

Total levy collections were $359 000, which was 10.5 per cent higher than the budget estimate. Levy collections on queen bees were significantly lower than the estimate.

Total collection costs for honey were $31 000, or around 8.6 per cent of all collections.

Field staff collected $5 000 from six audits and 379 other actions, and established 19 new levy payer accounts.

Wool levy and charge

Total levy collections of $43 million were 20 per cent below budget estimate.

Total collection costs of $484 000 were about 1.1 per cent of total collections.

Field staff collected $72 000 from 19 audits and 1 013 other actions, and established 17 new levy payer accounts.
