Additional funds will be used to hire three ‘mini’ buses to transport the participants and the mentors from Darwin to the Venue.  This is to enable some team development during the two hour trip and to break down the barriers for the participants meeting for the first time. They will be put through an experiential overnight learning exercise as two separate teams and the two facilitators need the travel time to set the scene and start the process. The mentors will need to travel separately to both teams of participants.  Additional funds will also be used for air travel costs of the participants.

Teams from each state will compete as individuals and in teams in the National Championship.  Each team member will be encouraged to develop river and lake fishing skills so as to be more competitive internationally; to develop better catch-and-release techniques and environmentally friendly netting procedures to assist with the survival of released fish, and to develop strategies as an organisation that show how other countries are managing their fisheries.  100 of the best anglers are expected to compete in the National Championships. Each of these anglers will have qualified through their respective state championships.

The DVD will also promote responsible fishing gear snag removal, rubbish removal from the environment wether it is yours or some one else ’ s, Taking only what you need and releasing correctly, Handling with care. Outdoor safety tips.  The DVD “ Rock Fishing Safety ” segment previously produced under the RFCGP will be included as part of the overall DVD production.
