ANIMAL BIOSECURITY POLICY MEMORANDUM 2002/23
review of transport arrangements for horses imported from member states of the european union

DECISION ON CONDITIONS

This Animal Biosecurity Policy Memorandum (ABPM) provides stakeholders with finalised transport requirements for horses imported from Member States of the European Union (attached).  The conditions come into effect on 17 May 2002.

In January 2002, Animal Biosecurity circulated for comment a review paper on transport arrangements for horses imported from Member States of the European Union and proposed draft transport requirements (ABPM 2002/02). Comments were received from ten stakeholders and were generally supportive of the review and the draft requirements.  A summary of the comments and Animal Biosecurity’s response are at Attachment B.

After consideration of the comments, Animal Biosecurity has made the following amendments to the draft conditions.  

.
Horses may not be unloaded at Sharjah.  Sharjah is approved for transit only and horses must remain on board the aircraft (included under A. General Requirements, Point 3);

.
A clause has been added that for horses unvaccinated for Japanese encephalitis (JE), insect repellent may need to be reapplied according to manufacturer’s instructions prior to covering with netting (included under C. Transit Procedures, Point 3.1)  

.
A clause has been added that the consignment must remain isolated from other horses not of the same health status during transport, that is from the pre-export quarantine facility until after arrival in Australia (included under A. General Requirements, Point 6).

The final conditions are at Attachment A.

These conditions come into effect on 17 May 2001.
