European Union Sheepmeat

The quota year of European Union (EU) Sheepmeat product to be received in the EU = 1 Jan to 31 Dec. Total quota available 18,786 tonnes.

Entitlement to ship Mutton, Lamb or Goat is allocated on the basis of specified shipments and performance accounts for the previous year/years. The number of years used in the calculating can vary (usually 1 year). 80% of the entitlement is allocated on the basis of shipments to the EU under quota, and 20% on shipped performance (using Accounts D&I) to all destinations including the EU from EU accredited establishments.
Exporters are required by the EU to gain approval from DAFF for all shipments and to present a Quota Certificate signed by DAFF to the importing authorities. (EU) Sheepmeat Quota Documentation is called a Document Of Origin (DOO). 

When a Request for Permit (RFP) contains Lamb, Goat or Mutton product going to a country registered as part of the EU, a DOO is required. Quota Administration receives the RFP data from AQIS once the Health Certificate is printed and the RFP has gone to COMP status. An approval is issued and certificate is created with information needed to comply with EU regulations.

An approval summary with all details is faxed to the exporter to confirm the information that will appear on the certificate. If any information on this summary does not agree with details on the RFP then the exporter must notify Quota Administration. The DOO is then sent directly to the exporter.

To receive Certificates quicker, arrangements can be made by the exporter to organise Couriers or express bags. Daily pick-ups from Couriers can be arranged.

Airfreights need urgent Quota Documentation. To help with the process of a DOO for an airfreight the exporter can fax a copy of the RFP. The RFP must be faxed into our office by 2.30 pm that day. A manual DOO will be processed and expressed posted directly to the Exporter. 

Another option is an exporter can fill out an Approval Application [image: image1.png]


 Word [43kb]. This needs to be faxed to Quota Administration where an approval number will be created and an approval summary will be faxed to the Exporter and the nearest AQIS State office. Blank DOO templates need to be sent to the exporter by Quota Administration. These are then filled out either by the exporter at the nearest AQIS office. The AQIS office can only provide the Certificate Number and sign this documentation.

Any changes to an RFP must show on the DOO and the Originals need to be returned for modification. On a monthly basis a report is sent to the EU Commission to confirm the shipments are correct.
